e Provide United Way with a copy of your organization’s insurance certificate.

e Communicate with United Way and volunteer team leader(s) prior to the event.

e Assign an agency project coordinator to be on site for the duration of your project.

e Display United Way Day of Caring signage during your project (provided by UWNCO)
